Fine, medium and course
builds are easily changed by selection of the desired tip size.

The standard QUICKSPRAY system is extremely flexible, bridging small cracks due to
substrate movements. Increased flexibility for peculiar substrates can be manufactured on
request with notice.

Prior to QUICKSPRAY application the surface area must be primed with Quickwall PRIMER.
Where extreme porous substrates are present, two coats of primer may be required. Allow
sealer to dry between coats and clean up primer / sealer in water.

QUICKSPRAY can be applied to new or existing properly prepared substrates including walls
and ceilings. It is recommended that areas to be sprayed be mask up and when completed
materials and tools are washed up in water.
